
As soon as Catholics began using the 
Revised Roman Missal a few weeks ago, 
they were likely first struck by the change 
in our greeting to the celebrant right at the 
beginning of the Mass. After the Sign of 
the Cross, the priest begins with the well-
known opening of  “The grace and peace 
of our Lord Jesus Christ and the love of 
God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit 
be with you all.” Instead of the familiar 
“And also with you,” our response in this 
exchange is now “And with your spirit.” 
Indeed, throughout the Mass, whenever the 
celebrant says, “The Lord be with you,” 
our reply is now “And with your spirit.” 
Why the change? We ask OLG’s pastor, 
Msgr. Michael Gallagher.

Is the change to “And with your spirit” 
because up until now the United States 
was the only English- speaking country 
doing it this way, and the others already 
had the truer translation of “Et cum 
spiritu tuo.” Or is there more to this?

No, all the English speaking countries had 
the same translation. The “and with your 
spirit” is, of course, a literal translation 
of the Latin. There is a little more to it, 
however. It’s a more biblical reply; for 
example, Paul’s closing words in his letter 
to the Galatians: “The grace of our Lord 
Jesus Christ be with your spirit, brothers. 
Amen.” –Gal.6:18.  Furthermore, there 
is also a salutary reminder from the 
congregation that the priest celebrant is not 
the one in charge but God the Holy Spirit, 
speaking through the priest.  

In the Penitential Act, we now say that 
we have “greatly” sinned, and there is a 
return to the old language of “through 

my fault, through my fault, through 
my most grievous fault.” Is this merely 
a more word-for-word translation of 
the Latin, or is it meant to reinforce for 
us that we are sinners and must seek 
forgiveness?

 All of the above, I would opine!

Is the new beginning of the Gloria 
(“Glory to God in the highest, and on 
earth peace to people of good will”) 
meant to more closely resemble Luke’s 
nativity passages? Also, what is the 
significance of us now saying “You take 
away the sins of the world” twice?

Again, this is a closer translation of the 
Latin and in keeping with the long tradition 
of the Latin Rite Church.

In the Creed, the phrasing now sounds 
less modern, i.e. “consubstantial with 
the Father” and “by the Holy Spirit was 
incarnate of the Virgin Mary.” Is this 
closer to the original Nicene Creed? A 
reflection of the fact that the post-Vatican 
II vernacular translation was more 
idiomatic? Is a more literal translation 
of the Latin by its very nature more 
formal?

Yes, there was a need for more precision 
here and the being faithful to the original 
language, Greek, of the Nicene Creed and 
as it was then translated into Latin. 

Continuing with the Creed, is there 
any significance (other than closer 
translation) to changing the word 
“worshipped” to “adored”? What is 
the reason “We” has been changed to 

“I”? Again, is this just a more literal 
translation, or is it meant to make our 
expression of faith more personal, rather 
than as a collective? We are now taking 
more individual responsibility for our 
proclamation of faith?

Yes, there is a lot to your question. 
Wonderful word that, “adore”, at least in 
its original meaning. It comes from “ad-
orem,” to the mouth. (Think oral surgery) 
So this God we worship is so close and 
intimate with us, that we use the word that 
literally meant “kiss.”

As for “I” rather than “We”: the original 
in Greek is “we” but again the Latin is 
“Credo, I believe.” 

In the new versions of the Eucharistic 
Prayer, the celebrant’s wording is 
substantially different, more than just 
replacing the words cup with chalice and 
everlasting with eternal. And “Christ 
has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come 
again” is gone. 

Again, the new translation is an attempt to 
be faithful to the Latin. One change that 
stands out is the change in the words of the 
consecration of the chalice. We had been 
saying “shed for you and for all” and that 
has been changed to “poured out for you 
and for many.” Why the change? First, it’s 
more faithful to not only the Latin but to 
the Greek. The words that Jesus uses at the 
Last Supper: “for the many” is in Greek 
“peri pollon.” In other words the Eucharist 
is for us, the masses, the hoi polloi, not for 
some elite bunch of people. Equally well it 
also refers back to the Suffering Servant in

November always carries echoes of loss, at least in the northern hemisphere.  Even here in San Diego with 
our mildest of climates the disappearance of some of the foliage reminds us that fall is here and what passes 
for winter in our semi-desert is nigh. Of course November is also is the month that reminds us to pray for 
(and to) our beloved dead and to thank God for His goodness to us in being loved by them. 

But remembering those we love who have gone to God can be somewhat of a two-edged sword. Isn’t it 
strange that the memory of our beloved dead can ambush us?  A song, a taste, an occasion, a resemblance 
in looks, a tilt of the head, the timbre of a voice can bring a poignant reminder of them flooding back to momentarily overwhelm us.  
The reminder of their deaths and the empty space that has been left in our lives can have the sting of sorrow in it. It’s only natural for 
us to try to avoid that pain. We can attempt to either fill it with “busy-ness” or deny it altogether. Denial is always damaging. 

I suggest that we look and feel that emptiness that is the pain of loss and examine it more positively. Love and loss are two sides of the 
one coin. After all, it’s only because we have loved that we now feel the pain, and in a strange way that is a communication with our 
beloved dead. Loss, if we deal with it properly, can be a seed to new growth. November with its celebration of our faithful departed 
brings us the wonderful comforting doctrine of the Communion of Saints. We are all members of the one body in Christ: those dead 
and on their way to God, the saints in heaven and those of us putting in our heavenly apprenticeship here on planet Earth.

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Isaiah who would 
make an offering 

of himself for “the many.”

Lastly, the proclamation “Christ has died, 
etc.” does not appear in the Roman Missal.

The wording before Communion also 
sounds much more formal. When the 
celebrant now says, “Behold the Lamb 
of God, behold him who takes away 
the sins of the world. Blessed are those 
called to the supper of the Lamb” the 
congregation now responds, “Lord, I am 
not worthy that you should enter under 
my roof, but only say the word and my 
soul shall be healed.” 

Again, this is a faithful translation of the 
Latin and more importantly, it goes back to 
the gospel. When a centurion in Capernaum 
approached Jesus about his ill servant and 
Jesus agreed to come see him, the centurion 
replied, “Lord, I am not worthy to have you 
enter under my roof; only say the word and 
my servant will be healed.” – Matthew 

8:8. 

In the Concluding Rites, the former 
dismissal of “Go in peace to love and 
serve the Lord” is now “Go and announce 
the gospel of the Lord.” Is this meant to 
be more of a charge to evangelize, to 
take what we just heard during Mass 
and incorporate it into our daily living 
throughout the week?

Yes, and even more importantly, there are 
now four differently phrased dismissals. 
Two of them are pretty familiar to you:  
“Go forth, the Mass is ended” and “Go in 
peace.” But the other choices point to a 
deeper theology that we all need to hear 
again: “Go and announce the gospel of 
the Lord,” and “Go in peace glorifying the 
Lord with your life.”

What does this mean? Well, it means that 
you and I are sent. What are we sent to do? 
St. Cyril of Jerusalem said it wonderfully 
well: We are sent to make our God who is 

ignored, concealed, seemingly absent in the 
world and we are sent to make him present! 
Yes, you and I are commissioned to go out 
into our particular worlds and make God 
present there. Yes, we are the church and 
that’s our mission and it is a mission that 
we received when we were baptized and 
confirmed.  

What is your identity as a person who is 
trying to follow Christ? You are a member 
of the People of God, you are the Body of 
Christ, you are a covenant community, a 
priesthood of believers, a pilgrim people. 
In short, you are, we are, all together, the 
Church. You are not sent or “mission-ed” 
just to help out the pastor or the bishop or 
the pope. No, you have been sent, not by 
the Church but by Christ himself, to make 
Him present and alive in the little world 
where you work and live and play.

The Mass we celebrate today is an 
intricately-woven series of prayers and 
actions with scriptural and traditional roots 
dating back to that night in the upper room 
when Christ offered himself in sacrifice 
for our salvation.  The significance of each 
part of the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass was 
brought to light in laymen’s terms for those 
parishioners who attended the two-part 
series of presentations given in October by 
OLG Deacon Ray Arnold.  

Part One covered the Introductory Rite 
which Arnold explained as the theme-
setter for the Mass, and The Liturgy of the 
Word in which God is fully present to us in 
the words of the Scripture. 

Addressing the Introductory Rite, Arnold 
talked about the Entrance Procession and 
how it can serve as the time to “put aside our 
concerns and be completely present to 
the Lord.” He also suggested that the 
time before the procession be spent in 
quiet prayer as we prepare to join as a 
community of faith in Christ Jesus, our 
Lord. He proceeded to The Sign of the 
Cross led by the priest, signifying our 
baptism and belief in our Trinitarian 
God; the priest’s Greeting which is 
an ancient salute and is repeated no 
less than five times during Mass; the 
Penitential Rite during which we bring 
our brokenness to the altar of God and 
ask for healing; The Gloria, also an 
ancient prayer in which we offer both 
praise and thanksgiving to a generous 
God. The Introductory Rite ends with 
the Opening Prayer, a “customized” 
prayer for the Mass to be celebrated 
that day and, at the end of which, the 
congregation responds with an audible 
“Amen,” a Hebrew word that means, “So 
be it.”

Arnold introduced the next section saying, 
“God is fully present in the Liturgy of 
the Word. His Son becomes present in 
the words of the Scripture, proclaimed 
for us at all liturgies. The readings are 
set by the Church and the same passages 
are proclaimed in every Catholic Church 
throughout the world on Sundays. Make 
it a point to really listen to the readings. 
Apply the words to yourself. If one phrase 
or thought leaps out at you, savor it. The 
Lord is speaking to you.”

He then led the audience through the 

eight parts that make up the Liturgy of the 
Word: the First Reading, usually from the 
Hebrew Scriptures (Old Testament); the 
Responsorial Psalm; the Second Reading, 
taken from the New Testament and often 
arranged in sequences each week (i.e. seven 
weeks of St. Paul’s letter to the Corinthians); 
the Alleluia; the Gospel, readings from 
Matthew, Mark, Luke, or John, relating to 
the life of Christ; the homily; the Creed, 
an expression of our faith as originally 
composed at the Council of Nicea in 325 
A.D.; and the General Intercessions in 
which, as Arnold put it, “We recognize our 
dependence upon God for all things and we 
join the whole world in praying for God’s 
will and action in our broken world.”

Part Two of Arnold’s presentations 
addressed The Liturgy of the Eucharist 
and The Concluding Rite. He introduced 

the Eucharist section by saying, “We have 
been reconciled to God, we have Jesus 
present in our assembly: ‘Wherever two or 
more are gathered in my name, I am there’ 
and we have our Lord present in his Word. 
We now prepare to recall the sacrifice of 
Jesus, foretold at the Last Supper. We 
prepare to receive from the eternal altar 
the Body and Blood of our Lord, Jesus 
Christ.” 	He then talked about each part of 
this Liturgy, starting with the Presentation 
of the Gifts in which he described the signs 
and symbols of sacrifice -- the bread and 
wine that are to become the Body and 
Blood of Christ -- as well as the faith 
community’s gifts of money to support 
the church.  Arnold then suggested that we 
also use this gifting ceremony as a time to 
bring our own cares, concerns, fears and 

brokenness to the altar; in other words, to 
turn our troubles over to Our Lord, asking 
Him to ease our minds and souls.

After covering the Prayer over the Gifts, 
which includes the priest’s prayer over the 
bread and wine, the mingling of the wine 
and water, and the ritual purification of the 
priest’s hands, Arnold turned to the central 
rite of every Catholic Mass: the Eucharistic.  
Because of its importance, he carefully 
reviewed each aspect of it beginning with 
the Eucharistic Prayer itself, explaining 
that there are four prayers available to 
the priest with Prayer One being the most 
formal and usually used at solemn Masses. 
“It is the one that was usually prayed before 
Vatican II. There are also three variations 
for Masses with children and two for 
Masses of reconciliation,” he said.  Arnold 
added that the priest has some choice as 

to which prayer he wants for the day. 
“The Eucharistic Prayer begins with 
the Preface, a specific prayer for that 
Sunday Mass. It is the prayer that 
invites us to pray: ‘The Lord be with 
you…’ and concludes with the ‘Holy, 
holy, holy…’  It is preferable this 
refrain is sung. We join in with the 
priest in this offering of the Son of 
himself to his Father.”

The Consecration follows with the 
priest saying the prayer instituted by 
Christ at the Last Supper, transforming 
the bread and wine into the Body and 
Blood of Christ. Arnold encourages 
everyone to “stay focused on this 
incredible, unknowable, unfathomable 
mystery and gift of God to his people 

and join in the anamnesis, ‘Christ has died, 
Christ is risen…’ Involve yourself into this 
sacred moment that connects us always to 
the passion, death and resurrection of our 
Lord.” The Eucharistic Prayer concludes 
with “Through him, with him, in him...” 
to which we proclaim the great “Amen,” 
preferably sung, proclaiming acceptance of 
the events just unfolded upon the altar.

The Eucharistic Prayer is fittingly 
followed by The Lord’s Prayer, then the 
breaking of the bread and the Lamb of 
God. Arnold then described the reception 
of Communion as “a mystery beyond our 
ability to understand. God became man in 
Christ, suffered and died for our sins and

rose from the dead. This is mystery enough. But, when we ponder 
the incredible mystery of Jesus present to us in these ordinary 
items, transformed into Christ present among us, it is truly mystery 
beyond comprehension. It is faith!”

The last section of Mass, The Concluding Rite, has five parts: 
Thanksgiving after Communion during which there is time for 
quiet prayer.  The Closing Prayer is the final prayer of the 
Mass and, Arnold pointed out, similar to the Opening Prayer 
and the Communion Prayer in that it is specific for the day.  
The Announcements, if they are included in a Mass, are items 
that affect the whole community. The Final Blessing signals 
the end of community prayer at Mass and is followed by The 
Sending Forth in which we are now dismissed to take the 
Gospel message of salvation through the forgiveness of sins 
into the world.

At this point, Arnold was clear in stating that “We have not 
‘fulfilled our obligation’ by being present today; we have 
been ‘blessed,’ fed by His Word and His Body. We are now 
commissioned to continue His presence in the world. We are 

His only feet and hands; His only voice and tongue; we are sent 
to be the Body of Christ present on earth. This is why we gather; 
this is who we are as a people of God. We are not in a personal 
relationship with a personal Jesus; we are a community people of 
communion, sent to love as He has loved us. This is the cross we 
gladly pick up and carry with us out the church doors at the end 
of Mass.”

Parishioners enjoy the recent Pancake Breakfast held to raise money for the Moloney Center kitchen remodel.
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On Thursday, Nov. 3, Bishop Robert Brom presided over a Mass 
of celebration at Our Lady of Grace Church.  This liturgy was a 
celebration of the 75th anniversary of the Diocese of San Diego, 
and its special focus was the Catholic school children of the dio-
cese.  Several occasions within 2011 have observed this jubilee for 
different constituencies, but on this day all Catholic elementary 
and high schools were invited to send representatives to gather in 
prayer and gratitude. 

The diversity of cultures, ages, dress, and location was reflected in 
prayer and music.  Yet the universality of our Mass, our celebration 
of thanksgiving, was common to all.  The high school musicians 
and choir members filled the church with uplifting and joyful wor-
ship.  Young students from different schools pronounced the Word 
of God and served at the altar.  The bishop’s homily reminded 
us all of the courage and sacrifice of San Diego, St. Didacus, for 
whom our diocese is named.  The items within the coat of arms of 
the diocese were explained – the stew pot represents Diego’s work 
for the poor and the nails represent the special devotion Diego held 
for the passion and death of Our Lord.   

Just prior to the final blessing given during the Mass, Bishop Brom 
explained to the assembly the different vestments that a bishop 
wears and the objects he utilizes.  From his prayer cap, to his miter, 

to his staff, etc., each item is representa-
tive of a faithful servant of our Lord and 
a leader of believers.

The final point made by the bishop is 
that we were all made in love for love.  
Our Creator specifically called us into 
being to be an instrument of love in ser-
vice to others.  This is a very comfort-
ing message, but also a very challenging 
message.  We are never alone, always 
supported, and called to do small things, 
sometimes difficult things, with great 
love.  

This afternoon was a testimony to the spirit alive within our 
Catholic schools – our schools of great traditions, schools begun 
as recently as two years ago to schools more than 100 years old, 
schools serving all cultures, ages, and people from the borders of 
Arizona and Mexico to Riverside and Orange counties.  We thank 
the countless souls who have led the diocese by word and example, 
those who have benefited and given back, and those who will be 
a part of the next generation of Catholics serving the Diocese of 
San Diego.

Fun at the OLG Halloween Carnival
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PRAY, HOPE, AND DON’T WORRY
True Stories of Padre Pio - Book II

This, the second volume of OLG parishioner Diane Allen’s 
masterful collection of the life and work of St. Pio, provides a 
broader view of the man called by many “the greatest mystic of 
the 20th century.”  In her first book, Allen relates the encounters 
with the saint reported by believers and non-believers, as well as 
religious men and women, including Pope John Paul II, who met 
the saint while he (then Karol Wojtyla) was studying in Rome and 
who, as Supreme Pontiff, was to preside over Pio’s canonization 
in 2002.  This second book relates more of these encounters and, 
as before, provides an amazing chronicle of how St. Pio affected 
people’s lives spiritually and emotionally.  

I was glad to see that Allen did not totally focus on stories of 
miracles attributed to Padre Pio, even though there are enough of 
those to qualify him for sainthood dozens of times over.  In this 
book, she covers a wide spectrum of occurrences, including ones 
that changed people’s lives for the better without an overt miracle 
to document their conversions.  Many of my favorites are in the 
chapter titled “Padre Pio -- A True Spiritual Leader.”  These are 
stories told by people who underwent deep spiritual change as a 
result of their relationships with him - change that in some cases 
took years to develop.  

For me the most compelling chapter in the book is “Padre Pio’s 
Love for the Angels,” in which Allen relates incident after incident 
of him invoking the intercession of angels with amazing results. 
I’m a little biased about this subject because of my interest in 
learning more about these spiritual creatures, who St. Augustine 
refers to as “servants and messengers of God who always behold 
the face of my Father who is in heaven.”  That said, when I read 
about Padre Pio’s relationship with his own guardian angel and 
with those of the people who came in contact with him, I knew 
this was a saint I could relate to and about whom I’d like to know 
more.  

I don’t know if Allen is planning yet a third book on St. Pio but, if 
so, I’ll be first in line to get a copy.

Diane Allen and her husband, OLG Deacon Ron Allen, have 
been writing the quarterly Padre Pio publication, Pray, Hope, 
and Don’t Worry since 1999. Ms. Allen’s writings on Padre Pio 
have appeared in the North American Voice of Fatima, Voice of 
Padre Pio and Canticle magazines. She has been a guest on EWTN 
Global Catholic Radio and a popular speaker on Padre Pio. Her 
Padre Pio Devotions website at saintpio.org has had well over one 
million visitors since its inception in 2004.

Young OLG Artists Recognized
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During the summer, my husband and I spent a weekend in Palm 
Desert and attended Sunday Mass at Sacred Heart Catholic Church 
there. The priest who celebrated the Eucharist was visiting while 
the pastor was on vacation, and he told a beautiful story that cap-
tures the meaning of the season of Light we know as Advent and 
Christmas. 

He had taken his car to a nearby car wash earlier that week because 
it advertised a special deal that included an oil change. Father was 
wearing “civvies” that day: a t-shirt, Bermuda shorts, and flip flops. 
When he paid the cashier, he thought he had been overcharged and 
refused to pay the additional $4 on his invoice. Later that week, he 
began to realize he had overreacted and decided to return to the car 
wash, apologize to the cashier, and pay the $4 he owed. 

He called ahead and found out which days she worked there. He 
drove back to the car wash that Saturday morning and began to 
apologize to her for his rudeness. He asked her how she had com-
pensated for the $4, and she told him she had paid it herself. Then 
he pulled $4 out of his wallet and insisted she take it. At that point, 
she came out from behind the counter and gave him a hug. “You 
have God in your heart,” she told him. “She had no idea who I 
was,” he told our congregation, “but she made my day.” 

We all have God in our hearts, but so often that is not what others 
see when we interact with them at work,   home, church, and even 
at play. Rabbi and author Lawrence Kusher reminds us that “Sparks 
of holiness are imprisoned in the stuff of creation. They yearn to be 
set free, reunited with their Source through 
human action. When we return something to 
its proper place…when we use something in 
a sacred way or for a holy purpose; when we 
treat another human being as a human be-

ing, the captive sparks are released and the cosmos is healed. This 
liberation of light is called the Repair of Creation.” The Hebrew 
word for this phrase is Tikkum Olam. 

Each of us, Kusher points out, is “riddled with divine sparks and 
at the same time in desperate need of repair. Whatever we do is re-
lated to this ultimate task: to return all things to their original place 
in God.” Everything a person does affects this final restitution.

In the Hindu tradition, the term namaste represents this concept. 
When people meet, they bow slightly to one another and say, “na-
maste,” which means, “The divine light in me acknowledges the 
divine light in you.”

We can never anticipate where we may encounter that divine spark 
in others, but we should always be willing to disclose to others 
that divine spark in ourselves. Utilizing rituals in our home like 
the lighting of the Advent wreath candles each evening can help us 
remember the divine light shines in each of us and is meant to be 
shared during the darkest season of the year and especially during 
the dark times we all experience. 

Jesus taught us: “You are the light of the world. A city set on a 
mountain cannot be hidden….Just so, your light must shine be-
fore others, that they may see your good deeds and glorify your 
heavenly Father.” --Matthew 5:14, 16. So resolve to let your light 
shine, not only during the Advent and Christmas season, but all 
year long. By doing so, you can help heal the world.

Letting Our Light Shine During Advent and Beyond



Fall and winter always seem to be some of 
the busiest times of the year for the Prayer 
Quilt Ministry and this year is no different.  
We are working hard to keep up with the 
requests that have been coming in steadily.  
We have distributed more than 1,300 quilts 
in the past five and a half years.  That is an 
incredible number of prayers sent out from 
our parish to people near and far who want 
to be covered in prayer.  

Even though our membership has grown 
substantially from six charter members in 
2006 to the current 45, we can find a niche 
for every new member.   There are many 
tasks that go into each quilt from beginning 
to end.   Some people wash and iron the 
fabric, others cut fabric for kits and squares 
for the angels that one of our members 
embroiders, some sew the quilt tops and 
six to eight people work at the layering 

table each time we meet.  From the layering 
table, the quilts are given to members with 
sewing machines who sew the binding on 
each quilt.   Many hands make light work 
and that is what it takes for the hand work.  
We have a devoted group of women who 
sew by hand at the Saturday workshops or 
take the quilts home for the finishing work, 
hand sewing the binding and label in place 
and placing the ties for your prayers.  When 
a quilt request is fulfilled, another person 
fills out the gray card that you see on each 
quilt with the prayers requested for the 
recipient.   Yet another person makes the 
phone call to each person who requested 
the quilt to notify them when their quilt 
will be blessed at Mass.  

We meet the second and fourth Saturday of 
each month in Lauerman Hall from 9 a.m. 
until we are finished with the quilt tops that 

have been brought to the workshop, usually 
two to three hours. People give their time as 
they are able.  You can see from the variety 
of tasks that we have something for every 
person who joins us.  

The fellowship that develops from 
providing prayer quilts is important to all 
of us.   We take time out to pray for the 
volunteers, the recipients of the quilts and 
in thanksgiving for the continued support 
of you, the parishioners.   Our ministry 
depends on donations of time, fabric, prayer 
and financial support.  If you would like to 
join our group, please come to one of our 
Saturday meetings to find out how you can 
contribute or call the rectory at 469-0133 
and leave a message for Nettie Aguinaldo.

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Happy New Liturgical Year and Advent!   This is an invitation 
to celebrate the new church year by choosing a “new liturgical 
year resolution.”  Similar to the idea of the secular New Year’s 
resolution in January, this one is targeted at living the life of faith 
in a new way and begins with the new liturgical year on the first 
Sunday of Advent.  Though the first day of the liturgical year, Nov. 
27, has already gone by, it’s not too late!  

Start with a prayer to the Holy Spirit. “Pray at every opportunity in 
the Spirit” -- Hebrews 6:18:

“Holy Spirit, beloved of my soul, I adore thee.  Enlighten me, guide 
me, strengthen me and console me.  Tell me what to do.  Direct my 
every choice.  I promise to submit myself to everything you desire 
of me and accept everything you permit to happen to me.  Let me 
only know your will.” (From Cardinal Mercier)

Next, with the intention of knowing a resolution for increasing in 
Christian virtue, listen with your heart.  If you don’t hear an idea 
immediately, live with the Holy Spirit prayer in your heart for a 
day or so. You WILL hear an idea.  Here are some suggestions that 
can also be parish community-building:

Its content is 
consistent with the spirituality of St. Ignatius, whose mission 

was finding God in all 
things.

• Sacred Silence in the House of the Lord - And Jesus said to them, 
“It is written: My house shall be a house of prayer.” (see Matthew 
21:13, Isaiah 56:7) Commit to promoting an atmosphere of prayer 
in the church before and after Mass by not talking to others while 
inside.  Remind others by inviting them to chat outside.  Conversely, 
sing your heart out (singing is praying twice!) and fully participate 
in the prayers of the Mass!

• Commit to renewing daily prayer - Access the faith formation 
web page at olgfaithformationministry.org (no “www.”) and find 
there four links for prayer; or use the Advent guide offered by 
our parish to commit to daily prayers with family; join those who 
pray the rosary in community after the 8 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. daily 
Mass; join the community in Mass not only on Sunday, but on an 
additional day during the week for that extra spiritual nourishment 
and grace that we need to persevere in the daily routine of a holy 
life; sign up to pray in the Adoration Chapel.   There are parish 
groups that meet for prayer; do some inquiring with Sr. Alyce 
Waters.

Faith formation is our lifelong responsibility.  If we are not 
growing our faith, it is obsolete or stagnant.  Seek help from any 
of the ministers in our parish community if you do not know how 
to grow your faith.  We are all encouraged and enriched by even 
one individual’s desire to seek God more fully.  Register your 
email address on the faith formation web page to receive regular 
inspirations for faith growth and unite your faith life with the faith 
formation of the parish.
